ICIA Statement
The ICIA takes concerns about health very seriously and welcomes all sound research on the topic. Independent scientific review bodies around the world have consistently concluded that the weight of scientific evidence to date suggests that exposure to mobile phones does not cause adverse health effects. 
With regard to mobile phone usage, we take our lead from the World Health

Organisation which recognises that present scientific information does not

indicate the need for any special precautions for the use of mobile phones. If

individuals are concerned, they may choose to limit their own and their

Children’s exposure from mobile phones by using hands-free kits or limiting

the length of calls. Ultimately, as with many things in life, parents have to weigh up the benefits and risks and decide whether a mobile phone is appropriate for their own

children.
All mobile networks operating in Ireland fully comply with the public exposure guidelines recommended by the International Commission on Non-Ionising Radiation Protection (ICNIRP) and this has been evidenced by the independent audits undertaken by ComReg. 

A recent expert report on the health effects of electromagnetic fields commissioned by the Department of Communications, found that “no adverse short or long-term health effects have been found from exposure to the RF signals produced by

mobile phones and base station transmitters. RF signals have

not been found to cause cancer.”
